Waheguru Ji Ka Khalsa, Waheguru Ji Ki Fateh! 
 

On 24 Mar 2020, the Multi-Ministry Taskforce decided to enforce stricter measures 
to limit gatherings outside of work and school to 10 persons or fewer, and ensure 
that physical distancing of at least one metre can be achieved in settings where 
interactions are non-transient.   The measures direct all religious services and 
congregations to be suspended.  Places of worship may remain open for private 
worship and essential rites, subject to group sizes of 10 persons or fewer at any one 
time.  These measures will take effect from 26 March 2020, 2359 hours, and will be 
in place until 30 April 2020. 
 
Hence, from 26 March 2020, 2359 hours onwards, Khalsa Dharmak Sabha will adopt 
the following measures:  
 

(1)  All family sponsored and other programs will be suspended.   
 

(2)  The Gurdwara will be open only for private worship, subject to a group 
size of no more than 10 persons at a time.  There will be a Sewadar on duty at 
the entrance to control the number of persons entering the Gurdwara.  To 
better control the flow, the carpark will be closed and only entry from the 
main gate will be allowed.   

 
(3)  Given that several of our sanggat are in need of langgar, we will 
continue to pack langgar in take-away boxes for you to take away.  However, 
instead of collection at the langgar hall, the take-away langgar will now be 
served at the entry gate.  To ensure no bunching or crowding at the langgar 
collection point, sanggat is advised to collect the langgar packs and 
immediately move on to consume the langgar at your home, office, or school.   
Do not hang around and crowd outside the Gurdwara.   

 
(4)  Langgar collection will also be restricted to the following timings:   
 (a)  0700 - 0900,   (b)  1130 - 1330,  and   (c)  1900 - 2000. 

 
The above measures will be in place until 30 April 2020.  However, if the situation in 
Singapore does not improve, these measures may be extended further.  While these 
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measures are disruptive and require all of us to adjust to them, we must do our part 
to protect ourselves, our family and friends, and the people around us.  Let us all do 
Ardass for Guruji's Kirpa and Sarbat Da Pahla.
